The King Edward Point base,which had become a small military
garrison after the Falklands War,returned to civilian use in 2001 and is now operated by the British Antarctic
Survey.

South Georgia and the South Sandwich Islands are a collection of islands in the South Atlantic Ocean. Most of
the idandsrising steeply from the sea,are rugged and mountainous. At higher elevationsthe islands are
permanently covered with ice and snow.
