When did Futuna get its name?

[5 ]Futuna was first put on European maps by Willem Schouten and Jacob Le Maire,during their

circumnavigation of the globe,in 1616. They named the islands of Futuna &quot;Hoornse

Eylanden&quot;,after the Dutch town of Hoorn where they hailed from.

 

How many kingdoms are there in Futuna?

The territory is divided into threetraditional kingdoms (royaumes coutumiers): Uvea,on the island of

Wallis,Sigave,on the western part of the island of Futuna,and Alo,on the eastern part of the island of Futuna

and on the uninhabited island of Alofi (only Uvea is further subdivided,into three districts):
